Mr. Neale explained the difference between the two C29 projects.  The C29.1 project is to develop an XML Wrapper for document images, while this C29.2 project is to develop a compendium of metadata definitions and resources. 

The committee then reviewed the first draft prepared by Herb White. The document discussed was Metadata Elements in a Document Imaging Environment.  Mr. White led the group through the format of the document first, and recommended that it split into a four-part document to make it easier to update.

The committee agreed that the document should assist organizations in migrating digital holdings from one software system to another.  Other areas to be impacted include revision, annotation, and compound documents.  Ms. Jones stated that the document needed an explanation of how to apply the document contents.

Additional sources of metadata information and work were discussed.  

· Dan Snyder pointed out the relationship to ISO11179, which provides metadata description.

The committee agreed that an Image has own description, and a collection has its own descriptions. The committee agreed that 3 to 4 use cases or scenarios be included.

The committee discussed whether to keep Use and Administrative metadata as separate categories.  It was agreed that Mr. White would in 11179 to see how they handled this.

In general the committee congratulated Mr. White on his efforts and suggested other organization directions to give guidance for the next draft.
